In my previous email I explained that the Committee had made a number of recommendations relating to the introduction of legislation relating to unfair terms in consumer contracts.  An example of such legislation is Part 2B of the Victorian Fair Trading Act 1999.  If introduced in NSW, this kind of legislation would impact all consumer contracts, including those produced by the banking industry, to provide more protection against unfair terms for consumers.  The Committee did not make any specific recommendations relating to the banking industry as the evidence the Committee received suggested unfair consumer contract terms may be a problem more broadly.
